Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

 

      The recent news stories regarding the pending health care legislation has elicited many opinions and it is not 
appropriate for me to speak about the economic and political issues involved.  However, it is necessary for me to 
speak out regarding the issues of morality regarding treatment of the unborn and end of life situations. 

 

      The two bills in our congress have substantial differences.  The bill which emerged from the House of Repre-
sentatives included what was called the òStupakó amendment.  It was named after Congressman Bart Stupak who 
introduced the measure.  In its simplicity, that amendment would strip any funding for abortions from the pro-
posed national health care reform legislation.  It passed by a solid 240 -194 vote.  That amendment remained in-
tact with the final bill that emerged from the House of Representatives. 

 

      It has been an entirely different situation regarding the Senate proposed legislation.  Senator Ben Nelson 
from Nebraska withheld his support as the 60th Democrat to enable blocking any filibuster on the part of Repub-
licans.  A back room deal was made that has caused Senator Nelson to support the rest of the bill.  He claimed 
that because an amendment was added to allow states to withdraw from abortion funding that it would be òpro-
lifeó.  The truth of the matter is that the tax payers of any state that has withdrawn from abortion funding would 
still be helping to pay for abortions in other states. 

 

      Another major concern that I have is the preponderance of language within both bills that open doors to lim-
iting care for those nearing the end of life. In some of the language there are even possible openings for the prac-
tice of mercy killing. 

 

      It is imperative that we not close our eyes or ears to the process of this pending legislation.  Regardless of 
how you may feel about the need for health care reform, we must remain vigilant to the establishment of the cul-
ture of death in our country.
