Other fundraisers may also receive supplemental funds as
well, based on the same dollar ratio.

Funding must be applied for a minimum of 30 days before the fundraiser date to be approved.
Supplemental funding from Thrivent Financial for Lutherans must also be mentioned in all adver-
tising, bulletin items and newsletter articles. A minimum of six Thrivent households must also be
involved.
